                    Cllr Taylor raised the question on how to improve pedestrian safety between Dallimore’s and     

                    Brocks Bridge. He wondered if the improved pedestrian safety report by the Isle of Wight Council 

                    could be of any help to this ongoing problem pedestrians were facing in this area.
                    Councillors considered the snaking chicane though Dallimore’s was dangerous as cars travelled   

                    too fast through it and pedestrians were in danger.

                     Various suggestions were made including marking a metre white line, reducing speed limit to 
                     20mph also looking at installing solar warning signs.
