CONTENTS OF CLLR TAYLOR’S REPORT.
Cllr Taylor reported UNESCO has awarded the Island Biosphere Reserve Status and that is an indication of

the very high quality of our Islands land and coastal environment and ecosystem. This will unlock further funding for green spaces.

The meeting was informed about the re-greening of the Island, the restoration of sea grass and the protection of hedgerows. Discussion took place on tree planting to offset 15% 0f all emissions against these schemes.
On climate change, to implement policies, the Isle of Wight Council is developing a cross-cutting strategy rather than continue with vertical self-contained systems driven by departments.
Draft Island Plan has had a complete review and re-write to make it more readable and accessible which is the first step in the consultation process before final approval. There is a recommendation of reduction of 25% in house building targets which has a ripple effect across the strategy. 

There is work in progress on a full review of all transport policies. There is a people first approach and a need to recognise that rural communities require different strategies to urban or built-up areas.
Councillors thanked Cllr Taylor for his report.
