· Complaint has been received about Amey emptying food waste into the paper and then the paper being emptied into the plastic on a collection on the 13th February 20 on the Barton Estate. It was asked is this collection going into land fill and what is the point of sorting rubbish if it is not recycled. Clerk to contact Amey and find out why this has happened.

· At the recent accident site where an oak tree was demolished on Whippingham Road a tall stump has been left and it needs grinding down because the road flooded and it was completely covered by water and cars were aquaplaning at that point and could have had a nasty accident on the concealed trunk. A question of a drain being put in at that point to connect with drain further along was raised. Clerk to contact Island Roads over this dangerous situation and will also inform Cllr Hendry.
